MAKE A PLAN

Memorize the phone number of a trusted lawyer or a loved one, give
them copies of your identification, and make plans for someone to
take care of your children. You can fight your deportation case with a ‘
trusted lawyer and maybe get bail. Talk to friends and neighbors and B
